A description or copy of the course material that will be involved in the study or the classroom project to be implemented. See the application form for details.


In the case of qualified work completed in the previous three months, a report of the work done and verification of completion.


A statement of goals.


A completed application form submitted by the deadline of February 1, 2024.





WHO IS ELIGIBLE


To apply for a grant from the Alpha Sigma, DKG, the applicant must:


Be an educator currently working in a school in Kitsap County. The term educator will be applied to classroom teachers, school nurses, librarians, counselors, para professionals, and others directly working with students.�OR enrolled in an accredited educator preparation program working in Kitsap.


Complete the application and submit it in a timely fashion.


1.) Be enrolled or accepted into a program (not reimbursed from another source) which will be considered as professional development in an accredited college, university, or other class such as a workshop, seminar, or summer study �                         OR


2.) have a research validated best�practice program the applicant wishes to�implement in the classroom.


 Be willing to share their work with the members of the Alpha Sigma chapter in a written report to be printed online and in the chapter newsletter; and, if requested, by presenting a program for a regular chapter meeting.








          PURPOSE


The purpose of the grants is to further the education of currently employed educators pursuing post baccalaureate degrees or certification OR to assist �para-educators working toward initial teaching certification.


Secondly, grants may be applied for�to assist in funding a classroom-based�student learning improvement project.


Grants may will be awarded for up to $750 to be expended within one calendar year.


Costs reimbursed may include: tuition, registration, books, mileage, lodging, curricular materials, or technology.�Costs reimbursed from another source�are NOT allowable expenses for purposes of this DKG grant.
